Romans 6:23 (NLT)   CORE        
For the wages of sin is death, but the free gift of God is eternal life through Christ Jesus our Lord.
John 3:16 (NLT)   CORE            
For God so loved the world that he gave his only Son, so that everyone who believes in him will not perish but have eternal life.

Romans 10:9-10 (NLT)   CORE           
For if you confess with your mouth that Jesus is Lord and believe in your heart that God raised him from the dead, you will be saved.  For it is by believing in your heart that you are made right with God, and it is by confessing with your mouth that you are saved.  
Colossians 3:17 (NLT )   CORE                
And whatever you do or say, let it be as a representative of the Lord Jesus, all the while giving thanks through him to God the Father.

Hebrews 4:12  (NLT)   CORE
For the word of God is full of living power.  It is sharper than the sharpest knife, cutting deep into our innermost thoughts and desires.  It exposes us for what we really are. 

Romans 1:20  (NLT)   CORE
From the time the world was created, people have seen the earth and sky and all that God made.  They can clearly see his invisible qualities-his eternal power and divine nature.  So they have no excuse whatsoever for not knowing God.  

John 13:35  (NLT)   CORE
Your love for one another will prove to the world that you are my disciples. 

2 Corinthians 5:17  (NLT)   CORE
What this means is that those who become Christians become new persons.  They are not the same anymore, for the old life is gone.  

A new life has begun!

Romans 12:2  (NLT)   CORE
Don't copy the behavior and customs of this world, but let God transform you into a new person by changing the way you think. Then you will know what God wants you to do, and you will know how good and pleasing and perfect his will really is.

Mark 12:30  (NLT)   CORE
And you must love the Lord your God with all your heart, all your soul, all your mind, and all your strength.

Galatians 5:22-23  (NLT)   CORE
But when the Holy Spirit controls our lives, he will produce this kind of fruit in us: love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness, and self-control. Here there is no conflict with the law.

Philippians 4:13  (NLT)   CORE
For I can do everything with the help of Christ who gives me the strength I need.

Matthew 6:33  (NLT)   CORE
…and he will give you all you need from day to day if you live for him and make the Kingdom of God your primary concern.

Romans 3:23  (NLT)   CORE
For all have sinned; all fall short of God's glorious standard. 

Romans 8:28  (NLT)   CORE
And we know that God causes everything to work together for the good of those who love God and are called according to his purpose for them. 

Galatians 2:20  (NLT)   CORE
I myself no longer live, but Christ lives in me. So I live my life in this earthly body by trusting in the Son of God, who loved me and gave himself for me. 

Ephesians 2:8  (NLT)   CORE
God saved you by his special favor when you believed. And you can't take credit for this; it is a gift from God.

Philippians 2:5  (NLT)   CORE
Your attitude should be the same that Christ Jesus had. 

2 Timothy 2:15  (NLT)   CORE
Work hard so God can approve you. Be a good worker, one who does not need to be ashamed and who correctly explains the word of truth.

Romans 5:8  (NLT)   CORE
But God showed his great love for us by sending Christ to die for us while we were still sinners. 

Acts 20:24  (NLT)   CORE
But my life is worth nothing unless I use it for doing the work assigned me by the Lord Jesus – the work of telling others the Good News about God's wonderful kindness and love.

Matthew 28:19-20  (NLT)   CORE
Therefore, go and make disciples of all the nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and the Son and the Holy Spirit. Teach these new disciples to obey all the commands I have given you. And be sure of this: I am with you always, even to the end of the age.

2 Timothy 3:16  (NLT)   CORE
All Scripture is inspired by God and is useful to teach us what is true and to make us realize what is wrong in our lives. It straightens us out and teaches us to do what is right. 

Ephesians 3:17-18  (NLT)   CORE
And I pray that Christ will be more and more at home in your hearts as you trust in him. May your roots go down deep into the soil of God's marvelous love. And may you have the power to understand, as all God's people should, how wide, how long, how high, and how deep his love really is.
